Quality Control Programme –

Random Screening of Cargo from Known Consignors

This notice serves to notify all Regulated Agents of the implementation of a Quality Control Programme (QCP) on 1 March 2004 for random screening of the cargo from known consignors.

2. The QCP aims to enhance security and was developed after consultation with the air cargo industry members.  Under the QCP all Regulated Agents shall arrange to conduct random screening of a minimum of 0.5% (in weight) by x-ray of the cargo received from their known consignors which is booked to be carried on board passenger aircraft.  This requirement will take effect from 1 March 2004.

3. At present the following categories of cargo are excluded from the above QCP:

(a) cargo from known consignors which have been declared as ‘known cargo’ but booked to be carried on board cargo only aircraft

(b) cargo from unknown consignors which has been booked to be carried on board cargo only aircraft 

(c) cargo from unknown consignors on which security control has been conducted

X-ray screening facilities are available from the two cargo terminals i.e. Hactl and AAT.  Both Hactl and AAT are developing their systems and procedures for the agents to book the screening facilities.  They will promulgate the details in due course.  Screening conducted by Regulated Agents or security service providers whose facilities and personnel have met CAD requirements is acceptable.

5.
Hactl and AAT will issue records of screening after screening the consignments.  Agents which use other screening facilities shall obtain the records from the screening service providers. Such screening records shall be maintained for at least 2 years for CAD’s inspections.  Agents shall compile a summary of the screening with the proforma at Annex 1 and provide a copy to CAD annually.  CAD will inform the Regulated Agents individually of the schedule for provision of data.

6.
For screening of cargo which is tendered under Master Air Waybill to the cargo terminals, Hactl and AAT will only issue screening reports to the Master Air Waybill holders.  Agents which are not entitled to issue Master Air Waybill and engaged in coloading should make arrangements with their coloading partners which hold the Master Air Waybill to screen their cargo and obtain the screening reports.

7.
CAD may request a Regulated Agent to provide the details of the screening records. If the volume of cargo screened on a monthly basis does not meet the required benchmark stipulated in paragraph 2 above, CAD will require the Regulated Agent to take immediate rectification and make up the outstanding quantity in the following month.  Continual failure to comply with the requirement may lead to suspension of registration or removal from the Regulated Agents List should circumstances warrant.

All Regulated Agents are required to acknowledge receipt of this Notice by signing the Acknowledgement Form at Annex 2 and returning it to CAD immediately.
