1.
The issue of Asia Airfreight Terminal Co., Ltd. (AAT) Tenant Restricted Area (TRA) Permit is governed by Aviation Security Regulation (Cap. 494) and subject to the conditions prescribed by AAT. Details of Condition of Issue of TRA Permits and Directions of Use of AAT TRA Permits and the associated procedures are contained in AAT TRA Security Programme and the relevant security notices issued by AAT.

The full name of the applicant must be declared according to his / her Hong Kong Identity Card or travel document.
3.
Permit holders must not use the permit to gain access into the AAT TRA other than G/F & 1/F.
4.
Permit holders must provide the permit to the security staff for verification/checking purposes when he/she enters or leaves AAT TRA.
5.
Permit holders must display their permit in such a way that the permit can be clearly visible, while within AAT TRA.
